Att. 3. The TCMPC consists of the members of the Board of Directors of Confucius Institute
within  LBUS and other specialists in various fields: medical. management. marketing.

communications. ete. who will be co-opted both in the country and in China,

Art. 4. The mission of the Center is o support and promote traditional Chinese Medicine. an
important component of Chinese culture. as the international dey clopment and spread of this arca
is one of the key goals recommended by the Chinese Government. More specifically. the mission
of the Center will be to develop Chinese traditional medicine culture through co-operation in the
organization of related activities such as educational activities. international cultural exchange.

medical serviees, diagnosis and specitic treatment in this field.

I OBJECTIVES

. ORGANIZATION OF THE CENTER

Art. 6. TCMPC is a structure within the ULBS Confucius Institute focused on traditional Chinese

medicine.

Art. 7. The TCMPC can engage in collaborative partnerships with Traditional Medicine
Universities in China and other institutions in Romania interested in the development of this

field. governmental structures or from the private and social environment.
Art. 8. TCMPC members are of two categories:

a) limlar members, represented by the members of the Board of Directors of the Confucius

Institute of LBUS

h) Associate members. who may be natural or legal persons. specialists in fields such as

medicine. management. marketing, communications. cte.

Art. 9. The TCMPC is headed by the Board of Directors of the Confucius Institute of LBLIS,

through an elected Director.

IV. FINANCIAL RESOURCES

Art. 10. The financial and technical support of TCMPC will be ensured as follows:




- by the Confucius Institute of LBUS for the activities foreseen in the activity plan for each
year, approved by the Board of Directors of the Confucius Institute and endorsed by
Hanban;

- it will also operate on a self-financing basis as well as technical support [rom LBUS.

which will provide the necessary deployment facilities and human resources involved in

managing this Center:

for the financing of large-scale projects (conferences. scientific events. ele.), project

proposals will be submitted. which will be subject to Hanban's assessment of the

possibility of financing:

additional sources may also come from sponsorships. donations and other legally

constituted sources.
